HONG KONG, CHINA

The Pearl of the Orient

Aspectacular skyline of soaring towers and neon lights, Hong Kong is a vibrant, immersive metropolis

and cultural hub. Dramatic harbour-front light shows transform the waterfront's gleaming buildings into a
colourful canvas—best seen from the Star Ferry, when the Symphony of Lights blares into life each evening.
It's a city where future and tradition collide, perhaps best illustrated by skyscrapers with gaping holes,
designed to let spirit dragons soar from the hills to the sea.

Wander flowing shopping streets, wade through sprawling markets, and soak up the neon glory of this one-
of-a-kind city. Hong Kong's dense jumble of activity is part of its charm, but once you've felt the thrill of rising
to towering observation decks, it's surprisingly easy to find peace among the urban wonders. Victoria Peak,
the city's highest point, offers staggering views over the skyline and harbour. The historic Peak Tram funicular
ferries visitors to the top, once a retreat for the wealthy seeking cooler air.

Temples add tranquility to the city's whirr. Tin Hau Temple, dedicated to the Goddess of the Sea, now sits
inland due to land reclamation, though it once stood at the shore. Having been leased to the British for 99
years, Hong Kong retains traditions like milky tea—best enjoyed with local dim sum. Beyond the bright lights,
hop on a tram west into Western District to discover a more traditionally Chinese side of the city, still buzzing
with energy.

To the east of Central, Wan Chai and Causeway Bay offer a mix of residential towers, restaurants, malls,

bars, museums, and the famed Happy Valley Racecourse-one of Hong Kong's luckiest or unluckiest spots,
depending on your wager. Across Victoria Harbour lies Kowloon, sprawling across the mainland. Tsim Sha
Tsui dazzles with glitzy shops, museums, and skyline views. Just north, Mong Kok's market streets teem with
life, and in the dense neighborhoods beyond, two spiritual gems await: Wong Tai Sin Temple and Chi Lin
Nunnery.

Navigating the city is easy thanks to its excellent transport network. Street numbers are odd on one side,
even on the other, with signs indicating building numbers block by block.
